Public Comment:

· A motion was made by Johnathan Brown and seconded by Linda Reed to approve the Treasurer’s report, and payment of the bills along with the solid waste bills from September 2025. The motion was passed unanimously.  

President Report:  Steve Morrison, President stated he had no report.
Mayor’s Report:  Mayor Henry Brown, speaking as both Mayor and Chair of the Pennsylvania Fishing Tournament Committee, expressed his appreciation to Tedd Sudul and Borough Manager Amanda Mesel for their efforts in hanging banners and cornstalks throughout the town. Henry also extended his gratitude to the Manning Family for generously donating the corn stalks.
